User Guide







1) Ensure that your I-pod/phone has internet acdasgour service provider or
wireless connection.

2) Launch the App Store by tapping the appropii@ia on the main menu

3) Tap the ‘Search’ icon located at the bar runr@iagss the bottom of the screen

4) Type ‘I-Prompt’ into the search bar locatedhe top of the screen and then tap
the ‘Search’ icon at the bottom right of the screen

5) You will see the free ‘I-Prompt’ software listed the only result. Simply select
this result then tap the ‘free’ icon then ‘install’

6) You will be prompted for your password and whién see the App downloading
and installing, when finished you will see the’riehpt’ icon on the main
menu.

1) Launch I-tunes and select ‘App Store’ from thenon bar running across the top
of the screen.

2) Type ‘I-Prompt’ into the search bar locatedhe top right of the screen and hit
the return key to search.

3) You will see the free ‘I-Prompt’ software listed the only result. Simply select
this result then click the ‘free App’ button to siall.

4) You will be prompted for your password and \hien see the App downloading
and installing, when finished you will see the’rept’ icon under
‘Applications’ in your library.

5) To install the software on your I-pod/phone dymgonnect the I-pod/phone and
synch it with I-tunes. When finished you will sée'tl-Prompt’ icon on the
main menu of the i-Pod or i-Phone.

Please Notelf using an I-Phone turn off the phone functionem using I-Prompt to
avoid filming is not interrupted by calls. If usiag I-pod touch prevent sleep mode by
tapping the Battery icon, then the ‘Cog’ in the teft, and then tap the ‘Prevent Sleep
Mode’ option.



You will normally need an email account such as g@dlail or Hotmail on your I-
Phone or I-Pod Touch, although if the iPod Touck s@pplied with your I-Prompter
then it will already have loaded an email accotitRrompter.com. This account will
be made up with the last six digits of the iPod dfds serial number which will be
printed on the label on the product case. Thislvdlsomething like tf54yj@i-
Prompter.com for example.

Make sure it is set-up to connect to the interietWi-Fi or your service provider, you
then just e-mail your script to your I-Prompter draacount.

Using the 'copy & paste' feature within the Appl@.&/software you can transfer your
script from the inbox email to the I-Prompt apptioa. You do this pressing down and
holding at the top of the script in your email lgtu see ‘bubble’ then releasing and

selecting ‘Select All’, then tap ‘Copy".

Now open the I-Prompt application, tap the + sigp (ight on the main documents
page) give the script a name, tap in the Documenrt Box and tap 'Paste’, then 'Save
that will load your script into the Documents list.

Prompter website.

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To edit a script tap the script you want in the dDments’ list and select ‘Edit Docu-
ment’. Once you have made changes tap the ‘Sawtt@bin the top right of the screen
to return to the ‘Documents’ list.
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To start prompting simply tap the script you wanthie ‘Documents’ list and select
‘Start Prompting’, if the default ‘Auto Start’ fase is enabled you script will start
scrolling automatically. If ‘Auto Start’ is disaldeyou will need to tap the screen once to
start scrolling. Please see the ‘Start Settingstiae for more details.

To pause the script, tap the screen once, to refapnence more. To stop prompting
pause the script and then tap the ‘Return’ icathatop right of the screen.

Without the remote control the correct speed mastdi within the ‘Settings’ menu be-
fore the script is started. Please refer to theriiting Settings’ section for detailed in-
formation.
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To change the font options tap the ‘Settings’ utibthe bottom of the ‘Documents’ list
within I-Prompt, you will then see settings to cbarthe font type ,size and colour.

To change the font options tap the ‘Settings’ butibthe bottom of the ‘Documents’ list
within I-Prompt, you will then see settings to cbarthe background colour.
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To change the orientation of the screen tap thiif§s’ button at the bottom of the
‘Documents’ list within I-Prompt and scroll down ‘®Brompting Settings’, you will then
see options to change the orientation of the screen

You will also see an option that allows you to stléthe software should mirror the
display, this option should be set to ‘Yes' if yate using the device in a I-Prompter
good or ‘N0’ is you are using the device as a dirdew’ prompting solution.
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With script looping enabled any script will resiseif and start from the beginning as
soon as the script finishes. To enable this feaareen tap the ‘Settings’ button at the
bottom of the ‘Documents’ list within I-Prompt asdroll down to ‘Prompting Settings’,
you will then see an option labelled ‘Loop’ setstho ‘Yes'.

To adjust the initial starting speed of the scsigieen tap the ‘Settings’ button at the
bottom of the ‘Documents’ list within I-Prompt asdroll down to ‘Prompting Settings’,
you will then see an option labelled ‘Scrolling 8géset this to a value between 1 and
10.

The speed of the script can be fine tuned furtlyauthising the ‘Slow Time’ and ‘Fast
Time’ options below. The ‘Slow Time’ and ‘Fast Tihmptions allow you to input the
slowest and fastest times that it takes the ‘Taterread one screen of text. For example
if at the given font size the ‘Talent’ takes betwéeand 5 seconds to read a complete
screen of text you can then set the ‘Slow Time3 tnd ‘Fast Time’ to 5, then any ad-
justment to speed made with the remote controllvélincrements between these two
speeds.



To adjust the initial start settings for the scepteen tap the ‘Settings’ button at the bot-
tom of the ‘Documents’ list within I-Prompt and siirdown to ‘Prompting Settings’,
you will then see options to set a ‘Start Delayd @mable or disable ‘Auto Start’

To adjust the settings for the remote control tep‘'Settings’ button at the bottom of the
‘Documents’ list within I-Prompt and scroll down ‘Remote Settings’, you will then
see options to set the ‘Remote Type’ and set aaiBMarker’.

A ‘Break Marker’ is a character embedded into ysenipt that you can use to jump to
certain points within the script using the hardealifl-Prompt control’.

Please NoteWhen using the wireless controller the ‘Play’ butimust be pressed even
when ‘Auto Start’ is enabled in order to activale remote. Also a ‘Scrolling Speed’ of
5 is recommended for most users when using a recooteol.
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
